“The jury selected the Salvation Army, Ray & Joan Kroc Corps Community 
Center project for an honor award for its solid development of a cohesive 
vocabulary of parts and materials, and comprehensive handling of a complex 
program. The design is dynamic and playful and speaks to the intention of 
providing an inviting place for the community. The jury felt that there were 
intentional feature, such as the column branches, ‘flying roofs’, and water 
features that celebrated the spirit and exuberance of place for families to 
enjoy recreational activities. The elongated scheme situated the activities in a 
manner that embraced the outer entry sequence to the building. The jury felt 
that the design team took advantage of a number of sustainability strategies 
including use of a brownfield site, building orientation, daylighting, recycled 
materials, and on-site storm-water management.”
